The APCM will be held on Sunday 26th April. Several roles will need to be filled, 
including PCC Secretary, possibly one or two PCC vacancies, and Deanery 
Synod representatives (a particular need). 
We are also continuing to reflect on our proposed priorities—Welcome and  
Community, Children and Young People, and Learning and Discipleship—
as well as the configuration of the 0.5 Team Vicar post.

Matthew will be available for informal conversations after the 10:30 services on 
15th (St Luke’s), 22nd (St John’s), and 29th March (St John’s, after the 
joint service), as well as after the 9:00am services at St John’s on 22nd 
and 29th, and following midweek Communion on Wednesday 18th. 
Matthew has written a full article for the April magazine so waiting until the 29th 
for a chat on priorities/Team Vicar (after reading that) might be best - gather in 
the East End Room with a coffee?
